From hundreds of forensic cases and 

logistic systems audits, Dr. Cooksey will select 

examples to describe including; product damage, 

technical failures of members of the distribution supply 

chain, and how this damage can be reduced.  Improper 

use of materials, not understanding industry practices, 

and a lack of following regulations and standards are 

just a few of the problems.  Even failure to properly fill 

out the bill of lading causes damage. Corrective 

measures that should be employed will be presented.
